
Recall costs
Destruction and other 

costs related to product 
recalls can weigh heavy on 

the bottom line.

Reputation damages
Reputations can su�er 

greatly from product recalls 
due to contamination.

Contamination risks
Through people, trucks, 

machinery, pests and birds.
In the EU ±2% of feed 
materials is Salmonella 

positive.

Global trade
Raw materials are traded and 

transported internationally. Feed 
mills may receive raw materials 

from countries with higher ente-
robacteria and mold levels. 

Global warming e�ects
The risks of contamination with 

enterobacteria and molds 
increase as temperatures rise.

Use of co-products
Co-Products used in 

feed formulation often 
have higher contamina-

tion levels than prefe-
rred raw materials.

Cross contamination risks
Through handling, transport, 
personnel etc.

Moisture in feed pellets
Optimal moisture levels in feed 

pellets is key to keep enterobac-
teria count and mold levels low. 
Fluctuations in moisture content 

may cause contamination.
